Overview of Value-Added Growth Scores (VAS)

A simple value-added model is used to assess student growth relative to the student's individual score

history and the student's expectation of growth (predicted score). This model is often called a residual gain
model. It reflects the difference between observed achievement and expected (predicted) achievement for
each student. A student value-added score of O indicates the student met expected growth in achievement.

Teacher and Education Preparation Provider (EPP)
VAS are the mean of student growth in each subject:
English language arts (ELA), math, and science (if
available). An Overall VAS is obtained using a
weighted mean of all available subjects. The
Arkansas Department of Education transforms mean
VAS to ease interpretation of the score. A score of 80
equals the value-added score of 0. A standard
deviation of 35 is used to spread the scores around
80 so that school mean scores will typically range
from 65 to 95. This formula was used in the Arkansas
School Ratings starting 2015.

Transformed Mean VAS = (Mean VAS x 35) + 80.00

Mean teacher growth scores typically range from 60
to 100 with most scores falling between 70 and 90.
Averaging over higher levels of aggregation results in
less variation among the Mean VAS and the values
must be interpreted in this narrower range.
Confidence intervals are provided to assist
interpretation in the detailed sections of this report.

VAS: Making Meaning from the Scores

e Transformed score = 80 On average, your
completers' students met expected growth.

e Transformed score greater than 80 On average,
your completers' students are exceeding expected
growth. The higher the score above 80, the greater the
magnitude with which students of your completers
exceeded their growth expectation.

e Transformed scores less than 80 On average,
students of your completers are not meeting expected
growth in achievement. The lower the score below 80,
the greater the degree to which students, on average,
failed to meet expected growth.

95% confidence bands are
provided to support interpretation of differences in mean Completer Cohort VAS.

When the confidence band does not overlap, the differences between scores are likely significant and may be
meaningful depending on the N size for the group.

When the confidence band overlaps, the differences between scores may not be significant nor meaningfully different-
more information may be needed such as a statistical test and effect size.

Understanding Histograms

A: The width of the bar indicates the score
range on the horizontal axis of the chart which
is the mean value-added score achieved by
students for a teacher.

B: The height of each bar in the histogram
indicates the percentage of teachers in the
program whose students mean value-added
score fall within that score range.

Information for Reviewing Teacher Mean VAS Distributions

These charts show the distribution (spread and concentration) of teachers' mean VAS. Each bar indicates the
percentage of teachers whose mean VAS for a particular subject fell within the score range of the bar. For example, if
the bar interval on the x-axis runs from 75 to 80 and the height of the bar reaches 35 on the y-axis, then 35% of teachers
in this Completer Cohort had mean VAS between a 75 and 80 for the subject represented in the chart.
