Accessible Parking

State Statue 27-15-305. PENALTIES.

(a) Any individual who provides false information in order to 

acquire or who assists an unqualified person in acquiring the 

special license plate or the special certificate and any person 

who abuses the privileges granted by this subchapter shall be 

deemed guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.

(b) (1) Any vehicle found to be parked in an area designated for 

the  exclusive use of any person with a disability, including the 

access aisle, as provided in the subchapter, on which is not 

displayed a special license plate, a special certificate, or an 

official designation of another state as authorized in this 

subchapter or agency. (2) In addition thereto, the owner of the 

vehicle which is found to be parked in an area designated for the 

exclusive use of any person with a disability, if operated by a 

person who is not a person with a disability while not being 

used for the actual transporting of a person with a disability 

shall be subject to impoundment by the appropriate law 

enforcement shall upon conviction be subject to a fine of not less 

than one-hundred ($100) nor more than five hundred dollars 

($500) for the first offense and not less than two hundred fifty 

dollars ($250) nor more than one thousand dollars ($1,000) for 

the second and subsequent offenses, plus applicable towing, 

impoundment, and related fees as well as court cost.

All vehicles with special license plates or certificates

will be checked for verification of disability. State

Statute 27-15-310 states no vehicle to operate on the

public highways shall display a special license plate

issued for a vehicle owned by a person with a disability,

or a facsimile thereof, unless the owner or primary

user of the vehicle meets the definition of persons with

a disability as defined in 27-15-302. Please provide

your license number and disability identification

number  to the UAPB Traffic office, 

1900 W. Reeker Ave.

These areas are reserved for Faculty and Staff only 
Individuals will be allowed to park in any available space 
on the lot
 If no space is available, the decal for reserved parking will 
allow individuals to park on the open commuter parking 
lot of choice
Complementary shuttle service is provided 

Open Commuter Student Permit
 $30.00 per year via cash/check/credit 
Valid for all open commuter parking spaces

$30.00 per year via cash/check/credit

Decal Renewal

All Decals Expire  on August 31st of each year and 
must be renewed  on the following August 31st of 
each year.

Any Faculty, staff or 
student without an updated decal will be ticketed.

A ticket for Immobilizing of vehicle for violations $50.00

A ticket for not having a permit is$35.00 each time you 

are ticketed.

A ticket for Reckless Driving $100.00

A ticket for Driving on sidewalk $35.00

A ticket for Parking in unauthorized zone $35.00

A ticket for Parking where prohibited  $25.00

A ticket for Blocking driveway $35.00

A ticket for Parking facing the wrong direction $25.00

A ticket for Playing loud music from a vehicle $50.00

A ticket for Parking along painted (red) curb $50.00

A ticket for Failure to yield to pedestrian or vehicle 

$100.00

A ticket for Parking in designated spaces $50.00

A ticket for Parking in reserved areas $35.00

A ticket for Failure to remove expired permits from 

window $2.00

A ticket for Improper display of decal $15.00

A ticket for Driving and/or parking on grass $25.00
