A public entity shall not enter into a contract with a company unless the contract includes a 
written certification that the person or company is not currently engaged in, and agrees for 
the duration of the contract not to engage in, a boycott of an Energy, Fossil Fuel, Firearms, 
or Ammunition Industry. If a company does boycott any of these industries, see 
Arkansas Code Annotated §
